Second, in some cases it gives the
background of the term you are using (e.g., Machiavellian, quintessential, or white elephant) so that
it takes on a richer character, which makes it easier to recall and to apply in more nuanced ways.
For the advanced student, | would recommend the "mispronounces” book in this series--after all,
you can’t sound smart without saying your words correctly and the vocabulary level is more

challenging.
