Sufism by Nile Green is not the book for a "seeker." If you are interested in understanding the

teachings of Sufism and/or have an "existential" interest in spiritual matters, look elsewhere. This is,

however, a very good book for those who want a realistic understanding of the place of Sufism

within the Islamic tradition. Green provides a smooth historical progression that helps one

understand Sufism as a complex historical phenomena that has shaped many aspects of Islamic

history, even politics. My one complaint is the "Katzian" framing of spirituality in introduction, which I

find illogical for many reasons.
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
